Timberhill Racquet Club Policies

I.
Classification of Memberships

A.
Family Membership

1.
Family membership grants club privileges to everyone in the family who is considered a legal dependent. In the case of a foster child or an exchange high school student, they may also be included in the family membership.

2.
Family memberships have one vote per family.

3.
Initiation Fee


a.
The initiation fee for family membership is $250.

b.
If the family’s primary residence is more than 20 miles from the club, the initiation fee is 1/2 of the regular initiation fee.

c.
If the family resigns and wants to rejoin the club, this can be done after an absence of one year with the payment of 1/2 the family initiation fee.

4.
Dues for family members

a.
Dues for family members are $98 per month.

b.
Dues for an out-of-town family membership (more than 20 miles from the residence to club) are 1/2 of regular family membership dues.

c.
When specifically authorized by the Board. Family membership dues may be waived in exchange for work membership status.

B.
Couple Membership

1.
Couple membership grants club privileges for two members of a household. One member must be 21 years or older.

2.
Couple memberships have one vote per couple.

3.
Initiation Fee

a.
The initiation fee for couple membership is $200.

b.
If the couple’s primary residence is more than 20 miles from the club, the initiation fee is 1/2 of the regular initiation fee.

c.
If the couple resigns and wants to rejoin the club, this can be done after an absence of one year with the payment of 1/2 the couple initiation fee.

4.
Dues for couple members

a.
Dues for couple members are $85 per month.

b.
Dues for an out-of-town couple membership (more than 20 miles from the residence to club) are 1/2 of regular couple membership dues.

c.
When specifically authorized by the Board.  Couple membership dues may be waived in exchange for work membership status.

C.
Single Membership - Adults (21 years of age or over)

1.
Single membership grants all club privileges for one adult.

2.
Single memberships have one vote.

3.
Initiation Fee

a.
The initiation fee for single membership is $150.

b.
If the single’s primary residence is more than 20 miles from the club, the initiation fee is 1/2 of the regular single initiation fee.

c.
If a resigned member wants to rejoin the club, this can be done after an absence of one year with the payment of 1/2 the single initiation fee.

4.
Dues for single members

a.
Dues for single members are $72 per month.

b.
Dues for an out-of-town member (more than 20 miles from the residence to club) is 1/2 of regular single membership dues.

c.
When specifically authorized by the Board. A single membership dues may be waived in exchange for work membership status.

D.
Junior Membership - one person under 21 years

1.
Junior member do not have a vote.

2.
Initiation fee is $100

3.
Dues for a junior member are $49 per month.

E.
Transient Membership

1.
Transient membership is a temporary status for no longer than one year except by Board approval.

2.
Dues shall be $14 per month over the normal monthly dues.

3.
Transient members do not have a vote.

F.
One time trial memberships

A one time trial membership may be acquired once with no initiation fee or monthly dues. The following flat fees are charged for 90 days: Family $250, Couple $200, Single $150 or Junior $100. One time trial members have no voting privileges.

G.
Special Members 

Special membership status awarded by the Board to exceptional individuals and specific terms will be defined in each case.

H.
Work Members

1. The manager may hire some people as work members. The total number is to be reported to the Board monthly and may not exceed 18.  Work members will have normal playing privileges in exchange for work done for the club.

2.  Work members have one vote.

3.
High school students in this status are required to follow the rules for juniors.

II.
Changes of Membership Status

A.
Minimum Time -- A change in a membership category must be for a minimum of 6 months. No adjustment in initiation fee is necessary unless there is an upgrade in status (e.g. a single membership to a couple membership).

B.
Out of Town -- A membership may change to out-of-town status when the primary residence has moved a distance of 20 miles or more from the club.  No adjustment (i.e., refund) in initiation fee is made in such cases.

III. Termination of Membership

A.
Notification -- A membership can be terminated by notification in writing by the 15th of a given month; membership ends the first day of the following month.

B.
Board Termination -- The Board, by majority vote, can terminate any membership for cause.

IV. Limits on number of members and admissions policies

A.
Membership Maximum -- Memberships shall not exceed 250

1.
This number will not include memberships on an inactive status, nor preclude return to active status by these members.

2.
Membership count is defined as the following: regular memberships count as one membership, out of town and regular junior membership count as one-half, out of town junior membership count as one-fourth. Temporary and Leave of Absence memberships are not counted in the total.

3.
The club pros and/or manager have membership status except for voting privileges.  Neither initiation fee nor dues will apply in these cases.

B.
Waiting List

1.
If club memberships have reached the 250 limit, a waiting list will be compiled of those wishing to join the club.

2.
A registration fee of $25 allows an applicant to be added to the waiting list. This fee will be applied to the initiation fee if the applicant decides to join the club. If an applicant decides not to join when a membership is offered, the $25 deposit/registration fee is forfeited.  If the applicant decides to re-apply for membership another $25 registration fee will be due and the applicants name will be placed at the bottom of the waiting list.

C.
Approval of Applications for Memberships

Club membership is subject to Board approval. In the case of an applicant who is turned down for membership and who has paid the waiting list registration fee, the $25 will be refunded.

V.
Late Payments/Past Due Accounts Policy

A.
Due Date --Bills are due and payable upon receipt.  If bills are not paid within 20 days from the billing date, (20th of the month), they shall be considered PAST DUE unless other arrangements have been made with the club management.

B.
Late Fee -- Payments not received by the 20th of each month will be subjected to a “LATE FEE” of $5.
C.
Sixty Day Late Fee -- Subject to section A, if a bill is not paid within sixty (60) days (on the 20th of the respective month), a letter shall be sent advising the member that all club privileges 
have been suspended. Once suspended, the member has fifteen (15) days within which to bring the account current and, in order to do so, the member must pay all past due charges, plus a reinstatement fee of $30.

D.
Membership Forfeiture -- If the past due bill and the reinstatement fee are not paid within seventy-five (75) days from the original billing date the membership shall be forfeited.

E.
Legal Action -- The foregoing policy is in addition to and not in lieu of the club’s right to pursue legal collection procedure.

VI. Terminating/Resigning Memberships

Members must submit a request for membership termination in writing to the Club Management.  Dues will be pro-rated on the date the termination letter is received by the club management.

VII. Leave of Absence

A.
Out of Town Leave of Absence

A member must be physically out of Corvallis and be gone for a minimum of three (3) months to qualify for an out of town leave of absence. When a member requests an out of town leave of absence the member must:

1.
Bring their account up to current status.

2.
Request a leave in writing by the 20th of the month to begin the leave on the first of the following month.

3.
Pay a non-refundable $25 deposit to hold the membership status. 

4.
Agree to be billed $8 per month to receive the club newsletter, or make arrangements to pay their newsletter fees upfront.

Once these steps have been taken, the member is considered on leave and will not be assessed regular dues. While membership is on out of town leave of absence they are not allowed to use the facilities at Timberhill Racquet Club.

B.
Medical Leave of Absence

If a member, due to health reasons, cannot play tennis for at least 60 days, he or she may apply for a medical leave.

1.
A member must be physically unable to play tennis due to injury or sickness.

2.
A member must have a doctor’s notification of needing a Medical Leave of Absence.

3.
A member must request a leave in writing by the 20th of the month to begin the leave on the first of the following month.

4.
A member must pay a non-refundable $25 deposit to hold the membership status. 

5.
A Member must agree to be billed $8 per month to receive the club newsletter, or make arrangements to pay their newsletter fees upfront.

Once these steps have been taken, the member is considered on leave and will not be assessed regular dues. While members are on out of town leave of absence they are not allowed to use the facilities at Timberhill Racquet Club.

VIII. Policy for Timberhill Junior Tournament Travel

A.
Transportation, Lodging, and Financial Arrangements

Transportation, lodging and financial arrangements for all tournament travel by Timberhill Junior Members, made under the supervision of Timberhill employees, shall be approved in advance by the Board.

B.
Supervision

Supervising Timberhill Employees shall provide parents/guardians with specific written information regarding all transportation, lodging, and financial arrangements at least 1 week prior to travel.  

C. Permissions

A written parental/guardian permission form setting forth the specifics of the Junior Tournament travel, lodging and financial arrangements, pertinent medical information, consent to seek medical treatment and emergency contacts must be in the possession of the Supervising Timberhill Employee during tournament travel.  A copy of such documents must be on file with the General Manager prior to travel.  

IX. Timberhill Athletic Club Usage

Timberhill Tennis Club members can use the Timberhill Athletic Club on a daily basis for a $9 per visit guest fee paid directly to the Athletic Club at the time of the visit. Timberhill Athletic Club members can use Timberhill Tennis Club for a $9 per guest per court guest fee to be paid at the time of the visit. Court reservations can be made by calling the Tennis Club office no more than 24 hours in advance.
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
